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The International Brain Education Association (IBREA) is a global network/community of professionals estab-
lished to enhance public awareness and support capacity-building in Brain Education. It was founded in Korea in
2004 and approved as a nonprofit corporation under the Ministry of Education in 2006.

In order to promote brain education globally, IBREA-Japan and IBREA-USA opened their offices in 2007 as
overseas branches. IBREA-USA later changed its name to IBREA Foundation as an independent charitable or-
ganization. It has expanded its nonprofit educational activities to support youth mental health promotion in
developing countries like El Salvador and Costa Rica.

IBREA joined the UN Global Compact in February 2009 and was approved as a NGO associated with the UN
Department of Public Information (UN-DPI) in June 2010.
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Take Back Your Brain!
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Based on the philosophy of Hongik Ingan (a philosophy of benefiting all humanity) and Cheonjiin (the unity of
heaven, earth, and humanity), Brain Education provides practical methods and tools to actualize peace by pro-
moting the proper utilization of the human brain. Hongik Ingan's philosophy extends beyond the Korean peo-
ple's cultural boundaries and can expand as universal values pursued by humanity. In the 21st century, it has been
introduced as 'Earth Citizenship' and, more recently, as the concept of 'Coexistence.’

In IBREA Report Volume 15, we introduce the 'New Humanity Pledge," which presents a new vision of hu-
manity in the 21st century based on the philosophy of Hongik Ingan and coexistence.

2001 | Earth Human Declaration

On June 15, 2001, the 1st Humanity Conference was held in South Korea with the slogan "Human, Earth, Brain."
World leaders, including Al Gore, Maurice Strong, and Jean Houston, along with llchi Lee, President of IBREA,
adopted the 'Earth Human Declaration.' The 'Earth Human Declaration' evolved into the 'Earth Citizen Declara-
tion" at the 1st Earth Citizen Peace Festival jointly organized by IBREA and Earth Citizens Organization (ECO) in
2017, becoming the guiding principle for all Earth Citizens' activities. Individuals and organizations participating
in the Earth Citizens Movement have commemorated June 15 as 'Earth Citizens Day' to promote the spirit of the
Earth Citizen Movement.

2006 | Brain Declaration

Established as a non-profit international organization for Brain Education professionals in 2006, IBREA formu-
lated the 'Brain Declaration,' which embodies the spirit and direction of Brain Education based on the 'Earth
Human Declaration' adopted in 2001. The 'Brain Declaration' was elevated to the 'Brain Education Charter' at
the 1st Brain Expo held in Seoul in 2012, providing the ultimate goal for educational activities of all Brain Edu-
cation institutions worldwide.

2023 | New Humanity Pledge

At the end of 2015, the Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC) unanimously adopted the Paris Agreement, which aimed to limit global temperature rise to
1.5°C and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. However, according to recent announcements by UN specialized
agencies, global greenhouse gas emissions have not significantly decreased, and the pace of global warming has
accelerated, leading to the anticipation of reaching a 1.5°C temperature increase in the near future.

Moreover, the remarkable innovations of 21st-century science and technology, particularly the rapid ad-
vancement of artificial intelligence, have raised questions about the fundamental values that distinguish humans
from machines. Ultimately, whether technological innovation will enhance or destroy human values depends on
our choices regarding 'what we desire as humans and what values we seek to realize." It is now the time for
individuals to expand the core values from their respective regions or nations to the global level and engage in
solidarity and collaboration as agents of change.

On May 1, 2023, lichi Lee, the proposer of the Earth Citizen Movement and President of IBREA, along with
the Earth Citizens Organizations worldwide, introduced the 'New Humanity Pledge' and initiated the campaign
to call for the birth of a new humanity. The 'New Humanity Pledge' goes beyond the present-day human civili-
zation symbolized by '"Homo sapiens' and proposes a transition to a new human archetype, '"Homo Coexistence,’
which embraces the coexistence of all life,

I declare that I am a Protector, with the knowledge and the responsibility

to help the Earth recover her natural harmony and beauty.

I declare that I am an Activist, with the commitment and the ability

to make a positive difference in my society.
