: IBREA fits the bill. Other tests have been language and
culture dependant, inaccessible to most people and
completely out of reach for those in developing countries.

IBREA, with the scientific guidance of clinical professor Dr. Elkhonon Goldberg from NYU, started
creating a normative sample of its cognitive tests in Russia, Japan and Argentina. The results will
allow individuals to compare their scores with people from a similar demographic background. These
unique and carefully constructed tests will eventually be available for clinicians, educators and other
professionals as a diagnostic tool.
